If you want to 

format all the text boxes in an article, you must format them 

individually - the formatting on one text box will not apply to the 

others in the sequence.  

Using Linked Text for Parallel Articles 

You can use linked text boxes to flow text in parallel  òcolumnsó 

from page to page. This method gives different results than using 

the Column command on the Format menu, which causes text in 

All new children to the club are introduced and we have a 

group talk about our ôclub rulesõ and the routines that take 

place.
