provides quality full -day care and offers Nursery Education Grant 

sessions to all children aged 3 -5yrs.  Our practitioners have close links with the 

local schools, thus providing opportunities to share and continually improve practi ce.  

We also offer a high 1:8 staff to child ratio to support childrenõs learning. We offer 

both care and education in line with the Early Years Foundation Stage Framework to 

help achieve five key outcomes to support children and young people.

Whilst our own Early Years Foundation Stage offers the same educational 

experiences to children as all other Local Authority or Pre -school provisions, we 

understand that some parents choose to use other settings for their childõs 

Nursery Education.  In these instances we are happy to support this choice by 

offering a wraparound service to other local educational provisions.  

Wraparound is childcare that wraps around a childõs nursery education.  It is 

offered before or after the Government Funded Session of 3 hours available in 

nurseries, pre -schools and Nursery Schools. This facility allows parents and carers 

to a ttend work, complete training or take part in other interests and activities, 

knowing their child will be cared for safely and securely through the working day.  
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Wraparound works best when children are emotionally secure as they a re ôable to be 

more independent to relate to their peers and to engage in more complex and 

creative playõ (Schaffer & Emerson:1964). Their emotional feelings must be 

positively reinforced in order to develop a high self -esteem throughout their early 

life.  Our experience tells us wraparound does not work for every child or where the 

ôwraparound caring timeõ is too limited. As we believe that the emotional needs of 

young children are paramount we stipulate a minimum attendance of around 4 hours 

at least twic e a week to ensure they are emotionally secure. It is essential that 

whilst a child attends our nursery they have enough time to allow them the 

opportunity to experience the wide variety of activities on offer, and build up 

strong secure relationships with  their carers & other children.
